Independence Day Holiday Affects Street Sweeping and Trash Collection

Due to the observance of Independence Day on Wednesday, July 4, trash collection and
street sweeping will be on holiday schedule. Trash will be on regular schedule on
Monday and Tuesday, July 2 and 3. Trash will not be collected on Wednesday, July 4.
Affected residents should place trash for collection on the day after their regular route
day. Residents on Wednesday’s route should place their trash for collection on Thursday,
Thursday’s route on Friday, and Friday’s route will be collected on Saturday. The regular
collection schedule resumes on Monday, July 9.

Streets will be swept per regular schedule on Monday and Tuesday, July 2 and 3. There
will be no street sweeping on Wednesday, July 4 (First Wednesday route). Streets that
are not swept due to holidays are not rescheduled. Due to the holiday trash collection
schedule, trash carts are at the curb one day later than usual, which conflicts with
scheduled sweeping days in many neighborhoods. Residents should place trash carts at
the curb per the holiday schedule. Neighborhoods that can be efficiently swept will be
swept per regular schedule. Example: where trash is collected from a rear alley.
Neighborhoods that are impacted by trash carts at the curb will not be swept. If you have
questions about the holiday maintenance schedule, please contact the Public Works
Maintenance division at 714-960-8861 or refer to chart:
