Project Scope:  In four phases, replace valves, add cathodic protection and re-line the inside of the steel pipe. 
Schedule:  Construction to begin October 2010.  Phase’s 1-3 to be completed April 2011, phase 4 July 2011.
Traffic Control/Street Closures:  Daytime lane closures and some parking restrictions 
Cost:   $3.3 million

Project Location:  Downtown Alleys and Goldenwest Street

Affected Alleys: Between 16th and 17th/ Orange to Olive

Traffic Signal Modifications Project
Project Locations:  Brookhurst / Yorktown – Magnolia / Atlanta – Newland / Atlanta
Project Need:  Addition of protective left turn phasing for vehicular traffic along with installation of ADA ramps.
Project Scope: Modify existing intersections from six phases to eight phases allowing protected left turns in all directions of travel and bringing the current intersections into ADA compliance.
Schedule: Construction to begin early February 2011. Scheduled completion to be late April 2011
Traffic Control / Street Closures: Daytime lane closures with some parking restrictions
Cost: $212,383.00 
Funding Source: (HES) Hazard Elimination Safety grants and Measure M funds

Arterial Highway Rehabilitation
Project Location:  Garfield Avenue from Magnolia to Newland
Project Need:  Rehabilitate arterial highway to extend life of roadway
Project Scope:  Reconstruction of roadway using (FDR) full depth reclamation method to a total depth of 19 inches with top 2 inches of entire roadway surface being rubberized asphalt concrete. Also, sidewalk, curb and gutter replacement as necessary and some tree removal and replacements.
Schedule:  Construction to begin mid-February 2011. Scheduled completion to be early May 2011
Traffic Control / Street Closures:  Up to one lane closed in each direction of travel for up to a period of 10 days per occasion with parking restrictions.
Cost: $766,454.00
Funding Source:   (ARRA) American Recovery and Reinvestment Act, City of Fountain Valley, (RAC) rubberized asphalt concrete grant, Gas Tax and (Cal Recycle) grant.

Gravity Sewer Installation and Sewer Lift Station Demolition at Oceanhill Dr.
Project Location:  Beach Blvd/Adams intersection and Oceanhill Dr. 
Project Need:  Eliminating old, existing sewer lift station and installing gravity sewer line connecting to existing trunk line.
Project Scope: Installation of 3 new manholes and 335-lf of 8-inch gravity sewer lines on Oceanhill Dr. and on Beach Blvd.  Demolition of existing sewer lift station on Oceanhill Dr. and replace curb, gutter sidewalk in Oceanhill Dr. cul-de-sac including pavement for improved drainage.
Schedule:  Construction began February 2011.  Scheduled completion June 2011
Cost:   $392,000
