Governor Brown called for a 20% reduction in water consumption earlier this year, which did not take place. No one knows if we will have a fourth dry year, so to ensure existing water resources stretch further, all Californians are asked to eliminate outdoor water waste.   
The mandatory emergency drought regulation bans outdoor watering causing run-off, hosing down sidewalks and driveways, and washing vehicles without a shut-off nozzle.  Please turn off water features and fountains unless water is re-circulated. The State Water Resources Control Board approved fines up to $500 per day for wastefulness, however, the City of Huntington Beach prefer to focus on water conservation education and working with the community to ensure outdoor water waste stops during this drought emergency.  Please keep in mind, the City can be fined $10,000 per day if water consumption doesn’t decrease.

The City of Huntington Beach is responding to the state wide emergency drought and the number of watering days for City parks will be reduced.  We kindly ask our residents to understand that the parks may not look very green during this severe drought.  Should we not get rain and snow during the winter time, these actions will stretch the water supply further.   We are all in this drought together.  
The City of Huntington Beach completed installation of a Weather Based Irrigation Controller system in 60 City’s parks in 2012.  The three-phased project began in 2009, recognizing the City could do more to improve water use efficiency in city parks and prevent irrigation run-off, the largest contributor to ocean pollution.
  	In 2011, the City was awarded a $175,000 grant from the US Bureau of Reclamation to help with the funding of this project.  
	City staff is continuously working to fine tune all irrigation systems to prevent water waste in parks and medians but we ask the public to please let us know if you see out door water waste.  Please call 714.###.#### to report irrigation run-off, misdirected sprinklers or any other outdoor water waste. 
	
	
	Over the past couple of years, Seagate HOA, participating in the successful Turf Removal program, has replaced 72,000 square feet of turf with water wise, California friendly landscaping.  For their efforts, they have received $72, 000 in rebates*.  
	Apart from 30% water savings, other benefits and cost savings realized with California friendly, climate appropriate plants is 1,500 lbs less lawn fertilizer applied per year, as well as less herbicide and pesticide usage.  It is estimated up to 70% of applied chemicals end up in water ways and oceans.  Excessive nutrient pollution are a major cause for “dead zones”, oxygen depleted zones.	
* On 05/14/14, the turf removal rebate doubled from $1 to $2 per square foot of turf removed.
