Hoffman explained the two smaller family type items and asked that
they be donated to the Arts Center for the upcoming Family Arts Day. The
event is having a difficult time obtaining raffle items. Stip motioned, M. Rudin
seconded and the Board approved.

Education Advocacy — Hoffman said that the Governor has vetoed a bill to
require music and arts in schools. She explained that she would like to have
the education advocacy give a small speech at the awards to help build
support for the arts in Sacramento. Pat Wayne from Arts Orange County will
be the speaker. They will have a table in the lobby with hand-outs and take
names from those who wish to help. Council Liaison Dwyer said he was
connected with the Creative Coalition, which is an advocacy for the arts.
Robin Broch is the contact. Hoffman will contact Dwyer during the week for
her information.
