The Boardwalk Mixed-Use Development Public Park Master Plan — The
Beach/Edinger Corridors Specific Plan (BECSP) includes a mixed-use
development at the former Levitz Furniture site. Per the approved BECSP
the development is to include a .5 acre public park with a condition that
the park design and amenities be approved by the Commission. SARES-
REGIS Group has prepared a conceptual park master plan as part of “The
Boardwalk” development. Commission will review the park master plan
and park amenities for approval. (See Attachment G-1)

Recommended Action: Approve the .5-acre Conceptual Park Master
Plan and amenities as part of the Boardwalk Mixed-Use development
project as presented.

Alternative Action: Recommend changes to the park master plan and
amenities as part of the Boardwalk Mixed-Use development project.

Recommendation for Park Naming — As part of the recent General Plan
update, Commission approved including the 1.11-acre parkland
surrounding the Main St. Library in the city’s park inventory. Although the
area has not gone through the official naming process, it is currently,
referred to as “Triangle Park”. Per the policies of Resolution 2004-90
regarding park naming and memorials, there is a need for Commission to
recommend an official name for the park with final approval by City
Council. (See Attachment G-2).

Recommended Action: Refer the naming of the 1.11-acre parkland
surrounding the Main Street Library to the Park Naming and Memorials
Committee and; make recommendation to the Commission on an official
park name per the conditions of Resolution 2004-90.

H. INFORMATIONAL ITEMS — In an effort to keep commission informed, the
following are updates on major projects/issues:

H-1.

Sports Complex, 8% Field — Bids for the completion of the 8" field at the
Central Park Sports Complex opened on Tuesday, February 22. The
apparent low bid came in within the approved project budget. The
contract will be awarded at the March 21, 2011 City Council meeting with
an anticipated notice to proceed with construction occurring on April 4™.
Construction is expected to be completed by the end of May and the
required plant establishment for the turf finishing at the end of August.
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H-2. Edison Park Reconfiguration — Bids for Phase | of the Edison Park
Reconfiguration project were opened on Tuesday, January 11, 2011. The
low bid came in within the allotted budget. There has been a delay in
starting construction activity due to additional time needed by the
contractor to get the required insurance documents in place. A
preconstruction meeting is scheduled for March 3. It is anticipated that
the project will still meet the original completion date of June 3, 2011.
