Gibbs Park — Huntington Beach resident Leslie Gilson as part of her
restoration efforts at Gibbs Park is requesting Commission approval to
install additional tile murals at the park. The tile murals will be designed
by a professional artist and placed around the large existing tile at the east
side of the park. Staff is requesting Commission approval for the project
concept of the project. Funding for the project will be through donations
and other private funds. (see Attachment G-1).

Recommended Action:

Approve the concept of placing eight (8) 36” diameter artist designed
tiles around the existing large tile mural at Gibbs Park.

Beach Volleyball Rules — Issues regarding use of the public volleyball
courts at the city beach was referred to the Special Interest Committee by
the Community Services Commission at the July 14, 2010 meeting. The
Special Interest Committee met on the subject on July 27, 2010. As a
result of discussion at the meeting, the Special Interest Committee is
recommending Commission approval of a list of rules for use of the public
beach volleyball courts.

H. INFORMATIONAL ITEMS — In an effort to keep commission informed, the
following are updates on major projects/issues:

H-1.

Community Garden — Staff has been working with the non-profit group
wanting to establish a community garden on Southern California Edison
(SCE) property near Brookhurst Street and Atlanta Avenue. Staff has
submitted the final plan revisions requested by SCE. Should SCE
approve the plans, the next step will be to complete the license agreement
for use of the property and bring the project forward to City Council for
final approval. Once the garden is in operation, Community Services staff
will liaison with the group, however, the intent is for the garden to be
operated completely by the volunteer organization though the conditions
of the Memorandum of Understanding with the city.
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H-2. Park Concession — Alice’s Breakfast In The Park closed for business last
month. Community Services and Economic Development Staff are
reviewing proposals from interested concessionaires and hope to bring in
an operator as soon as possible. Any decision on the operator selection
would require approval by the City Council. In the meantime, city staff has
secured the windows and doors building to prevent unauthorized entry to
the property.
