DIRECTOR’S ITEMS – Dominguez reported City Council would review options 
presented for Development Impact Fees at the June 18th Council meeting.  He noted 
the Stadium Club Concession at the Sports Complex was put into default and for the 
interim, the concession would be operated by the HB BBQ operator on a month-to-
month agreement until there is direction to move forward with a Request for Proposal.  
Dominguez also reported City Council would review the school district 
recommendations for appointment to the Community Services Commission at the June 
16th

 

 Council meeting.  He added the selection for the at-large vacancies have not been 
recommended at this time.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS –  
 
Huntington Central Park Equestrian Center (HCPEC) Boarders Committee – 
Dominguez explained the HCPEC Boarders Committee was created with the intent to 
establish rules and regulations, establish a grievance procedure, and improve lines of 
communication between management and boarders.  With the goals of the committee 
having been accomplished, Commission approved the recommended action to disband 
the Committee with the understanding that staff would participate in the “Red Barn” 
meetings and report noteworthy items to Commission. 
 
Recommended Action:  Moved by Kreitz and seconded by Pogrund, to approve 
disbanding the Huntington Central Park Equestrian Center Boarders Committee and 
continue with the Huntington Central Park Equestrian Center Management conducted 
“Red Barn” meetings.

Bauer Park – Dominguez reported the plant establishment period for the park was 
ending and the temporary fence removal is planned for Thursday, 6/14.  The City would 
then take over maintenance of the park on the 15th.  The Ralph H. Bauer Park 
Dedication Ceremony is scheduled for June 16th

Meadowlark Golf Course – Dominguez explained Fore Golf Management proposed 
demolishing the vacant caretaker’s house on the course.  The rent payments for the 
house would then be directed to course improvements.  He added the vacant property 
is considered blighted and a safety concern to the nearby residents.  Should the City 
and course management agree to the deal points, an amendment to the existing 
agreement would be brought to City Council for approval.
