H-2.  Sports Complex, 8th Field – Perimeter fencing, netting and irrigation have

complete and the infield brick dust has been laid down.  The next step is to 
lay down the outfield turf the week of June 13, 2011. 

H-3. Junior Guard Storage Building – The Junior Guard Storage Building is 
proceeding on schedule.  The walls are complete, and the roofing and 
exterior finishes to the walls is scheduled for the week of June 6.  The 
estimated completion date is June 15, 2011. 

 
H-4. Wardlow & Lamb – Staff has met with potential developers of the Wardlow 

and Lamb School sites.  Should the land purchase and residential 
developments proceed, Commission will be asked to review the park plan for 
Lamb School and revisit the Master Plan for Wardlow Park.  Staff will keep 
Commission informed on the process.
