DIGITAL
CONVERTER
SCAM

On February 17, 2009 people who
don’t already have a television with an internal digital
tuner will have to buy a converter box to continue to
receive a signal. Cable and satellite TV subscribers with
analog TVs hooked up to their cable or satellite service
should not be affected by the cutoff date.

The government is providing $40 coupons that can be used
toward the purchase of converter boxes. People planning
to purchase boxes with these coupons are a target for con
artists.

The National Crime Prevention Council warns:

e Get coupons only from the National
Telecommunications and Information
Administration

e Refuse to purchase coupons from anyone else who
tries to sell them to you, even at a “discount”

o Refuse to do business with any store that won’t
accept the coupons for eligible converter boxes but
wants you to pay the “entire retail price”

In addition, since March 1, 2007, TVs and associated
products (such as DVD players) must have digital tuners.
While retailers have been allowed to clear out their
existing stock of analog TV sets, they have had to affix a
“Consumer Alert” that the TVs have only an analog
broadcast tuner. Be aware of this label and what it means
if you’re shopping for a new TV... especially one at a
bargain price! This information was provided by the
National Crime Prevention Council (www.ncpc.org).
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DON'T BE THE VICTIM
OF A CHECK SCAM!

=Y

You receive a check or money order. The sender asks you to
deposit the check or money order into your account and
then wire-transfer him or her the money— minus a nice
bonus as a “thank you” for helping out.

Should You Wire Money to a Stranger?

U.S. Postal Inspectors hope you say: Absolutely not! The
offer may sound like a nice deal, but— as usual— it’s just
too good to be true. The check you receive will be
counterfeit. And you’ll be out the money.

How Does the Check Scam Work?

The “pitch” stays the same, but it appears in the following
typical disguises:
= You’re overpaid for an item you sold on the
Internet and are asked to wire-transfer back the
extra dollars.

= You receive a check and notification that you’ve
won a foreign lottery or sweepstakes. You’re told to
deposit the check, representing a portion of your
winnings, and wire-transfer $2,000 to $5,000 back
“to cover the taxes” so you can collect the rest of
your winnings.

* You receive a work-at-home offer that promises, in
return for depositing a money order or check to
your bank account, you can keep a percentage of
the money after wire-transferring the rest.

= Someone in a chat room asks you for a favor: Just
cash a check and wire-transfer back the money.

Regardless of the Pitch, the Result Is the Same

The check or money order you receive for deposit will be a
counterfeit. It will be returned to your bank unpaid, and the
full amount will be deducted from your account.

Who Is Responsible for Losses to Your Account?

You are responsible for any check or money order you
deposit to your account. If the check or money order turns
out to be a counterfeit, or is returned unpaid for any reason,
you are fully responsible for the loss.

Why Did the Bank Allow You to Withdraw the Money?

Federal law requires banks to make deposited funds
available within 1 to 5 business days. Just because you can
withdraw cash from your account soon after depositing a
check or money order doesn’t mean the item you deposited
is valid. It can be weeks before a check or money order is
discovered to be a counterfeit and returned to your bank
unpaid.

Why Didn’t the Bank Know the Check Was Bad?

Bank employees may not be able to determine whether an
item is invalid. Their job is to process your financial
document.

Your Social Security
Number: Controlling the
Key to Identity Theft

Your Social Security number is the key

Originally, your Social Security humber (SSN) was a way
for the government to track your earnings and pay you
retirement benefits. But over the years, it has become much
more than that. It is the key to a lot of your personal
information. With your SSN, an identity thief can get your
credit history, your bank account, your charge accounts, and
your utility accounts. A thief can also use the number to
open new credit and bank accounts or to get a driver’s
license — all using your identity.

Don't carry your Social Security card in your wallet

You don't need to have your Social Security card with you
at all times. Keep it at home in a safe place. Check for other
cards that may have your SSN on them.

Ask questions when they ask for your Social Security
number

There is no law that prevents businesses from asking for
your SSN. And you may be denied service if you don't give
the number. If giving your SSN to a business doesn't seem
reasonable to you, ask if you can show another form of
identification. Or ask if the business can use another number
as your customer number.

Remember that some government agencies can require your
SSN. These agencies include DMV, welfare offices, and tax
agencies. Look for the required “disclosure” form. The form
should state if giving the number is required or optional,
how it will be used, and the agency’s legal authority to ask
forit.

California law limits the public display of Social Security
numbers

A California law bars organizations from publicly
displaying SSNs. The law prohibits:

e Printing SSNs on ID cards or badges

e Printing SSNs on documents mailed to customers,
unless the law requires it or the document is a form
or application

e Printing SSNs on postcards or any other mailer
where its visible without opening an envelope

e Avoiding legal requirements by encoding or
embedding SSNs in cards or documents, such as
using a bar code, chip, or magnetic strip

e Requiring people to send SSNs over the Internet,
unless the connection is secure or the number is
encrypted

e Requiring people to use an SSN to log onto a web
site, unless a password is also used

e The law applies to businesses, government, and
other entities.

Getting a new Social Security number is probably not a
good idea

Victims of identity theft sometimes want to change their
Social Security number. The Social Security Administration
very rarely allows this. In fact, there are drawbacks to
changing your number. It could result in losing your credit
history, your academic records, and your professional
degrees. The absence of any credit history under the new
SSN would make it difficult for you to get credit, rent an
apartment, or open a bank account.

If you think someone
may be using your SSN to work, check your Social Security
Personal Earnings and Benefit Statement.

Do you wonder whom you should call to check on your
home when you’re going to be away for an extended period
of time? Well, we know your first thoughts usually go
towards a family member or a friend. But sometimes you
may feel it might bother them because they live a distance
away or don’t really have the time.

The Huntington Beach Police Department provides House
Vacation Checks courtesy of the HBPD Retired Senior
Volunteer Program (RSVP).

Our trained RSVP’s will conduct an exterior security check
of your home. If something appears suspicious, the RSVP’s
will call for the assistance of a police officer. The RSVP’s
will also pick up any of the throw away newspapers/flyers
(that tell criminals no one is home) that often gather when
you’re away for a couple of days or forget to check your
front door area. Shortly after your return date they will mail
you a print out of the dates and times of their visits and
what they observed.
Exterior areas of your home that are not accessible will not
be checked.
There’s absolutely NO fee for this service and it’s easy to
sign up.

o Complete the form then click on “Submit Data” to

Please try to provide us with at least a 1 week notice (due
to scheduling). We do understand that in an emergency
that may not always be possible.
